Acrylic Paint :  (suggested brands: "Liquitex" regular brand (“soft or heavy body”), "Golden", "Matisse" or “SoHo”) . DO NOT PURCHASE “LIQUITEX BASICS” or any "student grade" paint. If you already have these or other brands...bring them...and use them up!

ADDITIONAL SUPPLIES:

Palette: Wood, Disposable, Masonite, or Plexiglas. *

Scissors, and # 11 "X-Acto Knife" and extra blades.

Brushes: A variety of flat and round brushes for acrylic painting. Also one 3"- 4" inch. flat house painting brush. *

Palette Knives  3 or more various shapes.

Canvas:  boards or stretched canvas. Suggested minimum size: 24”X30”   Maximum size: As large as you can transport. Stretched is preferred because it breathes from both sides and warps less. *

* If possible, bring to first class.

The following Acrylic Paint products are optional. I will explain their uses during our first few classes. 

 Gels and mediums: “Golden” acrylics brand (Recommended.) Half pints or larger:
  Heavy Gel, or Extra Heavy Gel Gloss (shiny) for extending or thickening paint.(transparent).

Heavy Gel, or Extra Heavy Gel Matte (flat) for extending or thickening paint. (transparent). ALSO USED FOR "photocopy transfers".
 "Tar Gel" thin clear fast drying gel used to make shiny varnish look and special color effects.

 Mediums: Gloss or Matte; or Matte Medium and Varnish. ( Used as a medium, sealer, glazing material, or final varnish.

“Glazing” Medium. Used for thinned color glazing certain areas of your painting or the whole surface.
 Molding Paste, Heavy or Light. Used to thicken paint. Will tint (lighten color).
